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31 * March 7, 1965 - "Bloody Sunday": On this day, civil rights activists, including John Lewis (who would later serve in the U.S. House of Representatives 
for Georgia’s 5th congressional district from 1987 until his death in 2020), attempted to march from Selma to Montgomery, Alabama, to demand voting 
rights for African Americans. The peaceful march was met with violence from state troopers and resulted in national outrage, ultimately leading to the 
passage of the Voting Rights Act.
